1. Select A Tool

When the Tool Picker is open, tap a tool to select it for painting. If the Tool Picker is not visible tap
the Tool Pod at the bottom left to show it.

If the Tool Picker is closed you can also tap and hold on the Tool Pod then drag upwards, the Tool
Picker will appear while you drag. Release the drag when you are over the Tool you wish to select
and the Tool Picker will vanish again.

2. Select A Color

When the Color Picker is open, tap and drag inside it to select a color. If the Color Picker is not
open, tap the Color Pod at the bottom right and it will open.

Tap and drag in the outer curve to select the basic color to use, then tap and drag in the larger
curve to adjust how bright and vivid it is.

The Color Pod displays the currently selected color.
